On July 4, 1776, Congress officially ap-
proved the Declaration of Independence. In 
response to this momentous declaration of 
the united colonies’ separation from Great 
Britain, John Adams wrote these insightful 
words in a letter to his wife concerning the 
remembrance of this day, now known as In-
dependence Day. 

 
“I am apt to believe that it will be celebrated 
by succeeding generations as the great anni-
versary festival. It ought to be commemorat-
ed as the day of deliverance, by solemn acts 
of devotion to God Almighty. It ought to be 
solemnized with pomp and parade, with 
shows, games, sports, guns, bells, bonfires, 
and illuminations, from one end of this conti-
nent to the other, from this time forward for-
ever more.”
